WILDEBEEST, BORN TO MOVE 

One of the largest members of the antelope family, 

wildebeest (gnus) make their homes in the plains 

and open woodlands of Africa. Herd animals active 

both day and night, they are constantly on the move 

in search of grass and water.

Standing nearly 8,000 feet above 

sea level in the middle of a tropical forest, Machu Picchu is 

considered by UNESCO an outstanding example of man’s 

interaction with his natural environment; the citadel was 

recently named one of the “New Seven Wonders of the 

World.”

Also visit the recently restored 

16th-century Baroque Cathedral of Cusco – one of the 

most splendid Spanish colonial churches in the Americas.

8. CUSCO SIGHTS & FLY TO LAKE TITICACA

Fly from Cusco to Juliaca and then drive to your hotel 

in Puno, nestled on the shore of Esteves Island on Lake

Machu Picchu
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Titicaca. Following lunch, if you wish, join us for an 

excursion to the pre-Incan cemetery in Sillustani to see 

its ancient well-preserved funerary towers called chullpas.

9. LIFE ON THE HEIGHTS OF LAKE TITICACA
